Autumn “All Wrapped Up!” Bracelet
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Supplies

· 4 Fire Design cane glass beads “chub” size brown aqua pony stripe

· 10 teal Keishi pearls 
· 6 gray pearls

· 6 copper pearls

· 6 brown pearls

· 2 gray stick pearls tip drilled

· 10 swarovski crystals 4mm blue zircon

· 24 gauge copper wire and or copper head pins

· 9 4mm copper jump rings

· Copper chain length dependent on bracelet size
· Copper lobster claw or s-clasp

Instructions

· Create a wrapped loop using your copper wire.  String one swarovski crystal, one Fire Designs cane glass bead and another swarovski crystal.  Create another wrapped loop.  Repeat this 4 times.

· Make a 1/8 inch bend on the tip of your copper wire.  String on a pearl.  Make a wrapped loop and continue wrapping wire down and around the pearl once until you get to the 1/8 inch bend. Wrap the wire around the bend once.  Cut your wire and flatten the end of your bend over the wire.  You can use headpins instead but you will not be able to wrap the copper around the pearl.  Repeat this with all pearls except for 3 colored pearls and the 2 remaining stick pearls.

· Using the copper jump rings connect your wrapped cane glass beads.  While doing so also string on 2 keishi pearls and 1 each of the gray, copper, and brown pearls.  
· Using the copper jump rings connect your chain to either end of your cane glass beads also adding the pearls.  Connect lobster claw to one end of chain suing jump ring.

· Using the same process to wrap the colored pearls except attach them to the other end of your chain before wrapping.  Wrap the tip drilled stick pearls using a swarovski crystal.  Attach them to the end of the chain with the other pearls.

… And Voila a beautiful bracelet!
